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1. Target Audience: University faculty
2. Duration: The Workshop will run for five days — June 1 - 6, 2012,

3. Objectives: Premise: University faculty is hired on the bases of their academic
qualifications and excellence in research. Often, they do not have any
training/orientation on the art and craft of teaching. Most university faculty have
complete control over the knowledge domain though few are able to translate that
excellence in delivering instruction.
